The poem, We Are Going, by Oodgeroo Noonuccal conveys to the readers that there is a dramatic change within the Aboriginal Society when the British people first came to Australia. The poet uses many different techniques to emphasise the idea of change and loss.
The poet uses repetition to express the whole notion of departure, 
‘We are going’.
The use of personification underlines the close relationship the Indigenous people have with their land; at one with nature.
	And the Thunderer after him, that loud fellow.
The poet; Oodgeroo Noonuccal compares the white population to insects;
…white men hurry about like ants.
This simile suggests that a great number of people have invaded traditional lands.
The adjectives “Subdued” and “Silent” create a sad image of a defeated tribe. These emotive words create a mood of despair.
